GENERAL 4-H INSTRUCTIONS ELIGIBILITY 
 
1.  4-H members 8 years old or older on January 1 of current year may enter exhibits in the project in  which they are 
enrolled. 4-H members 5-8 years of age on January 1 of current year may exhibit in the Clover Kid area.  To exhibit 
at county fair, 4-H members must be enrolled in the project area by June 1 of current year. 
2. ASTERISKED (*) CLASSES ARE FOR COUNTY FAIR EXHIBITS THEY ARE NOT STATE FAIR ELIGBLE. 
3.  Exhibits must be owned by the exhibitor working under 4-H club rules of the Extension or be part of a Vo-Ag 
department program. 
4. Any boy or girl living outside of the County but who is a member of a Dixon County 4-H club or FFA chapter is eligible 
to show at the fair.  A 4-H'er can only exhibit a project in the county of enrollment of said project.  A 4-H'er can only enroll 
in a specific project area in one county, i.e. beef in only one county not in two counties.  A 4-H'er is allowed to be enrolled 
in the 4-H program in more than one county, however, must be in different project areas in each county. 
5. The exhibit entry must be the result of a 4-H or FFA project started after last year's fair.  
6. FFA exhibits must be part of the exhibitor's supervised farming program or have been completed as part of the shop 
program during the past year.  Records are required by the Vo-Ag and FFA State Association and must be complete, 
accurate and up to date. 
7. Only articles mentioned in the premium list will be judged.  4-H members must be enrolled in the project to be eligible 
for exhibiting.  Except where indicated otherwise, a member may exhibit only one animal or article under each premium 
number. 
8. Livestock exhibits must be owned or in the possession of the exhibitor on or before June 1 of the current year (except 
where regulations demand they participate in a scheduled weigh-in).  Baby beeves are required to have been on full feed 
before April 1 of current year. 
9. Purebred animal entries must be confirmed with an animal registration certificates or number of Dam or Sire. 
10.  4-H and FFA exhibitors may enter the fair grounds by presenting their current year 4-H identification cards (except 
during teen dance). 
11. 4-H eligibility rules for State Fair:  4-H exhibits which are not starred and do not require the accompaniment of the 4-H 
members at State Fair are eligible for selection for State Fair.  Exhibits and activities such as livestock, judging, 
presentations, etc. which require the 4-H member to attend State Fair are eligible for State Fair section if:  the 4-H 
member must become 11 years of age during current year.  A 4-H'er becomes ineligible when he/she becomes 20 years 
old or older at any date in the current year. 
12. ONLY ONE YOUTH AND ONE ANIMAL PER ENTRY TAG.

1.  Presentations Contest pre-entry due July 5, 2011. Fashion Revue, Photography, Clothing, Knitting and Crocheting   
pre-entries due July 11, 2011. 
2.  Pre- entries are required for all 4-H projects and are to be turn into the Extension Office by Monday, July 11, 2011.  
Except Horticulture and Floriculture which is due July 29 by 4:00 p.m. 
3.  Each exhibitor will be given an entry number, which must be on each entry item except livestock.  The number should 
be firmly attached to the entry, on the hem inside of the garment or attached to other articles in a conspicuous place. 
4.   FFA exhibitor numbers will be assigned when the entries are made. 
5.  Clothing entry tags should be pinned to the left hand shoulder of the garment.  Pin through only one thickness of fabric.   
6.  All perishable foods should be entered in a self-sealing re-close-able bag.  
7.  Home Environment, Engineering, etc., exhibits should have a label securely fastened on the back bottom of 
the exhibit.  Label should include 4-H'ers name, age and county.  Suggested ways to label exhibits are twist ties, 
string, strong tape and safety pins.  DO NOT LAY ENTRY TAGS IN THE BAGS OR BOX OR BY THE EXHIBIT. 
8.  Gardening:  label exhibitors name, age and county on the back or bottom of all exhibits. 
9.  All livestock and judging contests regulations will apply to 4-H and FFA members.   
 
4-H CONSUMER & FAMILY SCIENCE 
  Only articles mentioned in the premium list will be judged.  Members must be enrolled in the project to be eligible for 
exhibiting.  A member may exhibit one article only under each premium number.  Exhibits are due by 10:30 A.M. in the 
exhibit hall.  Club members are encouraged to interview judge. 
    Entry day for all consumer and family science exhibits except Clothing, Knitting & Crocheting, and Photography will be 
Saturday, July 30, 2011, judging will begin at 8:30 A.M.  Fashion Revue, Clothing, Knitting & Crocheting, and 
Photography entries will be judged on July 23, 2011 at the Haskell Ag Lab, Concord.  All exhibits needs to be 
checked in by 10:30 a.m. to be judged.   Exhibitors will receive special information on this. 
 
4-H INTERVIEW JUDGING  
4-H'ers have the option to visit with the judge about their exhibit in the Exhibit Hall or not be present during judging in the 
Exhibit Hall.  The process of visiting with the judge is called interview judging.  Its purpose is to enhance the learning 
experience during the evaluation of the 4-H project.  Both the evaluator and exhibitor examine the exhibit together to 
share thoughts and ask questions.  The experience is a positive method to gain more knowledge.  Parents are welcome 
to be present but they are not to provide input or answer the questions.  Official 4-H t-shirt should be worn for 
interview judging. 
8:00 - 10:30 A.M. Accept 4-H exhibits in Exhibit Hall. 
10:30 A.M. All 4-H exhibits are due.  Please state to the Superintendent whether the exhibit will or will not be 

interview judged.  Interview judged exhibits will be labeled to be saved for interview judging. 
                         
      JUDGING OF EXHIBITS 
1. All exhibits, except where noted, will be placed by the judge on a Modified Danish System and will be judged on 

individual merit. 
2. 4-H and FFA livestock exhibits will be judged together.

exhibits that do not meet the fair book specifications, will be dropped one ribbon placing.

It 
includes Child Care, Family Life, and Personal Development. 
RULES 
A. 4-H'ers enrolled in The Infant, The Toddler, The Preschooler, Middle Childhood, The Sitter, and Kids on The Grow. 
C. CRITERIA FOR JUDGING. For classes 1-4, "Guidelines for Judging Toys", SF30 will be the basis for judging the 
exhibits. For class 6, "Scorecard for Evaluating Babysitting Kits" SF85 will be the basis for judging. For all other classes, 
"Scorecard for Evaluating Posters, Scrapbooks, and Educational Entries, SF115, 4-H'ers may also refer to manuals for 
the projects for characteristics of suitable and unsuitable toys and for characteristics of children at various stages of 
development. 
D. INFORMATION SHEETS. Each exhibit in classes 1, 2, 3, 4, and 6, must include the required information on a half 
sheet of 8 ½ x 11" paper.  
4-H'ers of any age may take any of the Child Development projects. 
Information sheets for classes 1-4 should include: 1) Where did I get the idea for this exhibit? 2) What decisions did I 
make to make sure exhibit is safe for child to use? 3) What are children this age like? Give 2 examples that help in 
understanding the appropriateness of this exhibit for the age of the child (see project manuals).  4) How does this exhibit 
attract a child's attention, what can the child learn from this exhibit, or how does it promote growth and development? 
Classes 1 - 4 must be items made by the 4-H'er. Purchased items are not acceptable for these exhibits. Possible 
purchased parts are acceptable such as dice for a grade schooler to play a game, but the significant part of the exhibit 
must be MADE by the 4-H’er.  Not acceptable: items for display in child’s room (which is a home environment item), 
container but not the contents made by the 4-H’er, or group of items assembled for a purpose but not made b the 4-H’er. 
Games must include instructions for playing the game.  
 
C 200 1 The Infant: Toy, game, or activity made for baby (Birth-18 mos.) 
C 200  2 The Toddler: Toy, game, or activity made for toddler (18 mos.-3 yrs.) 
C 200  3 The Preschooler: Toy, game, or activity made for preschooler (3-5 yrs.) 
C 200  4 Middle Childhood: Toy, game, or activity made for grade schooler (6-9 yrs.) 
4-H'ers taking any of the above projects or The Sitter may enter: 



C 200  5 Activity With a Younger Child - Poster or Scrapbook showing 4-H'er working with a child age 0 to 8 years. May 
show a specific activity such as making something with the child or other child care and interactions as the 4-H'er 
chooses. May include photos, captions, story, or essay. Size of poster or scrapbook - large enough to tell the story. Other 
people may take photos so that 4-H'er can be in the photo. 4-H'er must make the poster or scrapbook. No information 
sheet needed for Class 5. 
C 200 6 The Sitter: Babysitting Kit - State which ONE age group (infant, toddler, preschooler, middle childhood) the kit 
was prepared for. Purpose of the kit is for the 4-H’er to take with them when they babysit in someone else’s home.  Do not 
make kit for combination of ages or for your own family to use.  See The Sitter manual (4H266 revised 2002) for 
appropriate items to include. 4-H’er should make one or more items in the kit, but purchased items are also allowed.  
Display in box or bag suitable for what it contains. Approximate size not larger than 12"x15"x10". All items in kit must be 
safe for child to handle.  Information sheet for Class 6 should include: 1) What are children this age like? Give 2 
examples to show how the kit would be appropriate for children this age. 2) What will the child learn or what 
skills will they gain by using the kit? 3) What item(s) were made by the 4-H’er.    Most importantly the kit should 
serve a defined purpose, not just be a catch all for several items.

(Ask 
yourself: How have I shown creativity and applied the design principles and elements in this accessory?) 

4) Items should be ready for display in the home (pictures framed, wall hangings and pictures ready to hang, etc.). 
5)  Items that focus on technology and science for the home are acceptable. 

B. NUMBER OF ENTRIES PER INDIVIDUAL- Each individual is limited to four entries at the county level and two at the 
state level.  These must be in different classes. The entries must be an item for the home; for example, wearing apparel 
and toys are not accepted. Prepackaged kits will NOT be accepted. Kits are defined as any prepackaged item where the 
materials and the design are predetermined by the manufacturer. Articles that use patterns or pictures from magazines as 
starting points for designs are acceptable. 
D. ENTRY TAGS-Each Home Environment exhibit must be described on the entry tag securely attached which includes a 
clear description of the entry. Use color names or pattern/picture descriptions to aid in identification. SECURELY fasten 
entry tag to the exhibit. 
E. IDENTIFICATION-Label each separate piece of the exhibit with exhibitor's name and county. 
F. SUPPORTING INFORMATION- Supporting information is required for HEIRLOOM TREASURES (However if a 4-H=er 
has used unusual or complicated techniques to create their exhibit, a written description would be helpful for the judge.  
(Write a description of steps taken and attach to the exhibit.)  This is especially important if you would like to have your 
exhibit considered for the Celebration of Youth (a special exhibit selected for The Robert Hillestad Textile Gallery).

Items in classes 4, 5, 6,7 and 8 should have a card attached to the lower left corner of the back 
of the quilt with quilt maker, date, and answers to the following questions: a.  Describe how you selected the design and 
fabrics used for your project.  b. Tell what you did and what was done by others.  c. Tell what you learned that you can 
use on your next project. 



 
 

 
 

C 229 10.  Exploring Quilts.  Illustrate some aspect of quilts or quilt making. Examples include, but are not limited to, 
language arts, quilts of different cultures, chemistry, design, preservation, history, construction, math-conversion of quilt 
patterns, textiles/fabrics, computerization, and entrepreneurship. History may include history of an old quilt or 
history/research of a particular style of quilt such as Baltimore album quilts, Amish quilts, other.  Exhibit may include a 
14x22” poster, notebook, CD, PowerPoint, VCR tape, or other technique. All items in an exhibit must be attached 
together and labeled.   
C 229 20.  Quilt Designs Other Than Fabric.  Two or three dimensional item with quilt design made using medium 
other than fabric, such as wooden quilt block, stained glass, paper, etc.  
C 229 30.  Computer exploration.  Poster or notebook with a minimum of six computer generated quilt designs or color 
variations on a quilt design. Include information of type of program used, process used to generate designs, or how you 
used color to create different quilt designs.  Size of poster or notebook -  suitable for the exhibit. 
C 229 40.  Wearable Art - Quilted clothing or accessory. Must have a recognizable amount of quilting. May include fabric 
manipulation. Quilting must be done by 4-H=er, Attach card.  
C 229  41 Inter-Generational Quilt - A quilt made by a 4-H youth and family members or friends of different generations. 
On a half-sheet of 8 ½ x 11 inch paper, include explanation of how the quilt was planned and who did what in the 
construction of the quilt.  
C 229  42 Service Project Quilt - A quilt that has been constructed by 4-H youth to be donated. On a half sheet of 8 ½ x 
11 inch paper, include an explanation of why the quilt was constructed and who will receive the donated quilt.  
 
 Guidelines for entries in classes 50-83 
Please note the description of classes.  They denote degree of difficulty in construction and not the number of years in the 
project.  All quilted exhibits must be clean and finished for intended purpose. A quilted exhibit consists of 3 or more layers.  
All quilted exhibits must be quilted (machine or hand), or tied.  All quilt piecing and finishing must be the sole work of the 
current 4-H member.    Quilting, whether machine or hand quilted, may be done by another individual except for the 
premier quilt class.  No pre-quilted fabric may be used. Wall quilts must have a hanging sleeve on the back of the quilt, or 
some method for hanging.  All quilted exhibits must have a permanent label on the back in the bottom right corner with 
quilters name and date of completion.    

 
For award distribution, judging quilts will be within the following quilt sizes: 
A.  Small – maximum length + width = 60”

CONSERVATION AND WILDLIFE 
GENERAL INFORMATION 
Dare to do better than you've ever done before! 
A. SHOW WHAT YOU DID & LEARNED-All exhibitors are encouraged to show evidence of their personal field 
experiences, study, or observations that relate to their exhibit. This helps judges understand what the 4-H'er did and 
learned in the process that led to the exhibit. 
B. PROPER CREDIT-Show proper credit by listing the sources of plans or other supporting information used in exhibits. 
C. WHOSE EXHIBIT?-The exhibitor's name, address, and parent's name must be on the back or bottom of all displays so 
that the owner can be identified even if the entry tag becomes separated from the exhibit. 
D. WILDLIFE & WILDLIFE LAWS-"Animal" or "wildlife" in the following instructions includes wild fish, amphibians, reptiles, 
birds, or mammals. Follow wildlife laws; example: wildlife laws do not allow collection of bird nests, eggs, or parts. 
E. ENTRIES PER INDIVIDUAL-Each individual are limited to a total of two (2) exhibits, each in a different class. 
F. PROJECT MATERIALS-Related project booklets include Bird Behavior (EC 5-93-81), Fishing (EC 5-15-82), Wildlife 
Conservation (4-H 125), and Wildlife Habitat Evaluation Handbook, Participants Manual (MF-2266). 
G. BOARD AND POSTER EXHIBITS-These are displays that show educational information about a topic of interest.  
Board exhibits can hold objects such as fishing equipment or casts of animal tracks.  Mount all board exhibits on ¼” 
plywood, masonite, or similar panel no larger than 24” high by 24” wide.  Poster exhibits should be on regular poster 
sheets, no larger than standard size (22 by 28 inches) but half size, 22 by 14 inches, is recommended.  Poster exhibits 
normally will be stapled in the corners for fair display and to prevent their blowing in the wind.   
H. SCORING-Sample score sheets are available at your county extension office. 
Wildlife and How They Live (Classes 1-3) 
D 340  1 MAMMAL DISPLAY 
D 340  2 BIRD DISPLAY 
D 340  3 FISH DISPLAY 
D 340  4 REPTILE OR AMPHIBIAN DISPLAY 
Classes 1-4 are board or poster exhibits. Display may show any aspect of wildlife, wildlife habitat, or related conservation, 
restoration, or management. Examples: life history or other facts about one type of wildlife; how to manage wildlife on a 
farm or in town; managing habitat for one kind of wildlife; life requirements for one kind of wildlife during one season or 
through the year; wildlife study methods; wildlife behavior (example: when nesting, finding food, moving, etc.); habitats 
(examples: grasslands, wetlands, river or stream corridors) and what wildlife is found there; habitat needs for a specific 
kind of wildlife. For more ideas, refer to project booklets. 
 D 340  5 WILDLIFE CONNECTIONS 
Board or poster exhibit. The purpose of this display is to show interconnections and related aspects among animals, 
plants, and other habitat components. All displays should show two or more interactions (connections) that occur 
between/among animals or between animals and their habitat. Displays might show how animals interact with other 
animals, with people, or with their habitat.  Examples: 1) Food chain display. Use pictures, drawings, or other items to 
illustrate the source of food energy and where it goes - who eats whom or what. Use arrows to show the direction of the 
energy (food) flow. 2) Show the role of predators, scavengers, insect eaters, or others in nature. 3) Show how wildlife 
numbers (populations) change through the year or with their habitat. 4) Show predation, competition, or other behavioral 
interactions of wildlife. 5) Choose one kind of wildlife and make observations through a season or year, keep notes of 
interactions, then make a display of what you saw. 6) For more ideas, refer to project booklets. 
D 340   6 WILDLIFE TRACKS 
Board or diorama-type box exhibit. T Make a display of animal tracks using plaster-of-paris casts.  There are two options.  
For both options, include a brief description of your experiences in making the tracks so the judges better understand 
what you did and learned.  Positive casts (impressions as they would be in nature) are preferred.  Option one should show 
plaster-of-paris tracks of five  or more kinds of wildlife along with a picture or illustration of each kind of animal. Option two 
should show more than one plaster-of-paris track of one specific kind of wildlife and should include a picture or illustration 
of the animal, what the animal may eat, and what may eat the animal. 
D 340   7 WILDLIFE KNOWLEDGE CHECK 
Use electrical circuits, pictures, or other methods of teaching wildlife identification or other wildlife related knowledge. Plan 
size and shape to fit transportation and display; maximum size 24 x 24 inches. Example: prepare a list of animals and 
questions about where each would most likely live. Rabbits-brushy areas along field borders; ducks-marshes, etc. 



 

 

D 340  8 WILDLIFE DIORAMA 
Box must be no larger than 24" x 24". The exhibit might show a grassland, prairie, agricultural, woodland, riparian (stream 
or river corridor), wetland, and/or other area with wildlife habitat. Example: show a large unbroken grassland or prairie for 
area-sensitive species such as meadowlarks, greater prairie-chicken, lark bunting, grasshopper sparrows, Ferruginous 
hawk, burrowing owl, horned lark, upland sandpiper, or pronghorn; AND/OR show an area interspersed with several 
habitats such as windbreaks, farm fields, woods, waste areas, ditches, and pastures for edge-adapted species such as 
white-tailed deer, Northern bobwhite, ring-necked pheasants, mourning doves, cottontail rabbits, fox, squirrels, Northern 
cardinals, or blue jays. Label the habitats displayed and show at least five kinds of wildlife in their proper habitats. 
D 340   9 WILDLIFE ESSAY 
Learn how to share educational information by writing. Choose a conservation or wildlife topic that interests you and write 
an essay about it. For example, write about a particular species of wildlife that you have observed or about the values of 
wildlife (commercial value, game value, genetic value, aesthetic value, ecological value, scientific value). You might write 
about wildlife on a farm, in town, in a backyard, at a backyard feeder, or at other places. You might write about hunting, 
fishing, or ethics and proper behavior for hunting or fishing. For other ideas, refer to project booklets. 
The essay should be between 100 and 1000 words long and should be typed, double spaced, or written so that it can be 
easily read. Standard size paper (8 ½ x 11) format is preferred. You might use books, magazines, or personal interviews 
as resources, but you must give credit to all sources by listing them. 
D 340   10 WILDLIFE VALUES SCRAPBOOK 
Make a scrapbook about the various values of wildlife (commercial value, game value, genetic value, aesthetic value, 
ecological value, scientific value) following guidelines in the Wildlife Conservation project booklet (4-H 125). 
D 340  11 WILDLIFE ARTS 
The purpose of this class is to allow artistic exhibits that contain educational information about conservation and wildlife. 
Examples might include paintings, photographs, wood carvings, painted duck decoys, or songs or poems written by the 
exhibitor. Entries must be appropriate for fair display and no larger than 24" x 24". For example, paintings or photographs 
should be displayed in notebook format or mounted on a sturdy display panel.  All entries must include a title and brief 
explanation of the purpose or message (what is the exhibit meant to show). 
 
WILDLIFE HABITAT 
D 342 1 HOUSES 
Make a house for wildlife. Examples: bird house (bluebird, purple martin, wood duck, kestrel, barn owl, etc.) or bat 
house/no insect houses. Make the house functional so that dimensions, hole size etc. are appropriate to fit the intended 
species' needs. Include the following information: 1) the kinds of animal(s) for which the house is intended, 2) where and 
how the house should be located for best use, and 3) any seasonal maintenance needed. 
D 342 2 FEEDERS/WATERS 
Make a bird feeder or bird bath. Examples: seed, suet, or nectar feeders. Squirrel feeder okay; no insect feeders.  Indicate 
the kinds of animal(s) for which the feeder or waterer is intended. Make the feeder or waterer functional so that it fits 
wildlife needs. Include the following information: 1) where and how the feeder or waterer should be located for best use 
and 2) how it should be maintained. 
D 342 3 WILDLIFE HABITAT DESIGN 
Board  or poster exhibit. Choose a backyard, acreage, or farm, and design a habitat plan to meet the food, water, shelter, 
and space needs of at least three kinds of animals you would like to attract. Draw an outline of the area and show what 
plants or other habitat will be provided. Indicate how the various parts of your plan provide the desired habitat needs. For 
ideas, check the Wildlife Habitat Evaluation Handbook, Participant's Manual (MF-4300). 
 
HARVESTING EQUIPMENT 
D 343 1 FISH HARVESTING EQUIPMENT 
Board exhibit. Display of equipment used in fish harvesting. Examples: fishing knots, hooks (with corks over ends for 
safety), lures. Label all items displayed. Include in your exhibit the following information: 1) the purpose of each item, 2) 
when or where each item is used in relation to other equipment, and 3) any personal experiences you've had with the 
item(s). 
D 343  2 BUILD A FISHING ROD 
Build your own fishing rod for exhibit and for fishing use. Rod building kits with instructions are available for this purpose. 
For fair exhibit, follow guidelines in the project booklet, Fishing, EC 5-15-82. 
D 343  3 CASTING TARGET 
Make a casting target for exhibit and use, following guidelines in the project booklet, Fishing, EC 5-15-82. 
D 343 4 WILDLIFE HARVESTING EQUIPMENT 



 

 

Board exhibit. Display of equipment used in harvesting wildlife. Examples: expended ammunition casings (no live 
ammunition permitted), steel traps, hide stretchers, fleshers, etc. For displays of shotguns, rifles, or bows, use drawings or 
pictures. Label all items displayed. Include in your exhibit the following information: 1)the purpose of each item, 2) when or 
where it is used in relation to other equipment, and 3) any personal experiences you've had with the item(s). 
 
TAXIDERMY 
D 346 1 TANNED HIDES OR TAXIDERMY 
Any legal fish, bird, or other wild animal properly processed by the member. No requirement as to size or mounting. 
Include the following information: 1)the animal's name and 2) information about the exhibitor's personal field experiences, 
study, or observations that relate to the exhibit.

DIXON COUNTY PHEASANT’S FOREVER-- Champion Wildlife Exhibit/Project. 
 
OTHER NATURAL RESOURCES 
D 361  1   DESIGN YOUR OWN EXHIBIT IN NATURAL RESOURCES, CONSERVATION OR ECOLOGY. 
This class is for educational exhibits about natural resources, conservation, wildlife, or ecology that do not fit into other 
categories.  Examples may come from the Exploring Your Environment series, or the exhibitor may determine what the 
exhibit will be.  Entries must be appropriate for fair display and no larger than 24” x 24”.  All entries must include a title and 
should be clear (a brief explanation or other method) about the intended purpose ore message – what their exhibit is 
meant to show.  Think about accuracy, creativity, educational value for viewers and evidence of exhibitor’s personal 
experiences and learning. 
 
PURPLE $1.25; BLUE $1.00; RED $.75; WHITE $.50 
 
FORESTRY 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION 
The official reference for all forestry projects is The Tree Identification Manual (4-H 332). Other helpful forestry references 
include Trees of Nebraska (EC 92-1774-X), Leafing Out (4-H431).  
Display "boards" must be made from wood or wood composite, e.g. plywood, fiberboard, or masonite, 1/4" to ½" thick and 
no larger than 24" x 24". Display boards may be coated, e.g., painted or varnished, on both sides to prevent warping.  
Display "posters" must be made from a material, e.g. foam board or poster board, that will stand upright without buckling, 
and be no larger than 24" x 24". Display "books" must measure no more than 16" x 16".  
At least 5 of the 10 samples in Class 2, 3, 4, and 6, Exhibits must be from the list of 60 species described in 4-H 332. If 
more than 10 samples are included in a display, only the first 10 samples of the current year will be judged. All samples 
must be from trees, NO shrubs. The 10 samples to be judged must be from 10 different species, e.g. Emerald Queen 
Maple and Crimson King Maple are varieties of Norway Maples both have the same genus and species name, i.e. Acer 
platanoides..  
Remember that other general labeling standards apply, i.e. scientific names are always italicized or underlined. When 
required, always indicate complete scientific names and common names, even when “variety names” are included. For 
example, the scientific name of Emerald Queen Maple is Acer platanoides and the common name is Norway maple. 
“Emerald Queen” may be included as the variety name, but variety names are not required.  
D 320 1 Design-Your-Own Exhibit  
Select a topic of special interest to you and prepare an educational exhibit about some aspect of trees, forests or forest 
products. Examples include displays on paper recycling, forest fire, color and trees, or the importance of forest products. 
The only requirement is that the display be no larger than 24 inches by 24 inches by 24 inches. You can use photographs, 
drawings, samples, charts, posters, etc. Include enough information to adequately explain the subject to the viewer. Be as 
creative as you like.  
D 320 2 Leaf Display  
This display should include samples of complete leaves from 10 trees. Include both simple and compound broadleaves, 
and conifer leaves (needles, scales, etc.) Leaves should be pressed, dried and mounted.  
Leaf collection: As much as possible, collect leaves from mature trees. Leaves should be healthy and representative of 
the average leaves on the tree. Keep in mind that shaded leaves often are much larger than normal. Separate leaves from 
the twig with the entire petiole or rachis (if compound) attached. If you must included twig material, as with an eastern red 
cedar twig where leaves are very small, indicate this on the sample label. Collect leaves any time after they have reached 
full size, usually early summer. You also can display leaves collected during fall color change. You can temporarily store 



 

 

samples in an old magazine while you are collecting, but they should be pressed and dried properly for display. Be sure to 
have a notebook with you when collecting to keep track of location and other important facts.  
Mounting leaves: Use wire, glue, tape, staples or other means to mount the leaves on the board. You also can mount 
leaves on paper in a notebook. If necessary, seal the leaves in plastic but be sure all their features can be identified.  
Labeling leaves: You must have a label for each sample that includes the:  
1) common name  
2) scientific name  
3) leaf type (broadleaf, needle-like, scale-like, awl-like), arrangement for broadleaves (opposite, alternate, whorled) and 
composition of broadleaves (simple, compound),  
4) exhibitor’s name  
5) date collected  
6) where collected (be specific-include county and other relevant information)  
The above information must be included. Other supporting information can be included on the label as well.  
D 320  3 Twig Display  
This display must include twig samples from 10 different trees. Include twigs from both opposite and alternate leaf 
arrangements.  
Collecting twigs: Samples must include buds, so do not collect twigs in late spring when last year’s buds have opened 
and new buds have not yet formed. Samples should not include leaves or petioles. Trim any side branches to less than 1 
inch. Twig samples should be at least 6 inches long, so collect longer ones, which can be trimmed for mounting. The 
terminal end, with buds, must be part of the twig sample.  
Mounting: Mount twigs on the display board with wire, glue, etc. Cut the non-terminal twig ends at a slant so the pith can 
be seen. Arrange twigs as you want on the board, but be sure everything is visible and clearly labeled.  
Labeling: Each sample must have a label that includes:  
1) common name  
2) scientific name  
3) leaf arrangement for broadleaves (opposite, alternate, whorled)  
4) exhibitor’s name  
5) date collected  
6) where collected (be specific-include county and other relevant information)  
D 320  4 Seed and Fruit Display  
Collect and display mature, dried seeds from 10 different species of trees. Collecting seed: Collect seeds at any time of 
year they are available. Trees vary widely in when their seeds are ripe. Silver maple seeds, for example, are ripe in May 
while oak acorns are not ripe until fall. Collect seeds that are ripe and free of insect or disease problems. Remember to 
display seeds and not fruit. For example, display seeds removed from a honey locust pod, not just the pod itself. It is fine 
to display the fruit with the seed, but label each clearly.                                         
 Counting: You can mount samples on a board, in a box, etc. Fasten samples securely so they can be stored and easily 
viewed.  
Labeling: Label each sample with:  
1) common name  
2) scientific name  
3) wood type (softwood or hardwood)  
4) number of growth rings on sample  
5) exhibitor’s name  
6) dated collected  
7) where collected (be specific-include county and other relevant information)  
D 320  5 Wood Identification Display  
This display requires samples of wood from10 tree species, five of which come from the 60 included in this manual.  
Preparing samples: Samples can be of any shape or dimension but can be no larger that 4 inches by 4 inches by 4 
inches. They can be cubes, flat rectangles, turned on a lathe, etc. They do not have to be the same shape. You can use 
cross-sections through small branches and include bark. Sand or otherwise smooth the surfaces of the samples so the 
grain is visible. You can finish the samples with a clear finish (no stain) or leave them unfinished.  
Labeling: Label the following parts clearly and precisely on the section with pins, paper tags, etc.  
a) pith  
b) heartwood  
c) sapwood  
d) one growth ring

f) bark  
Include a label on the back of the sample or attached with a string to include:  
1) common name  
2) scientific name  
3) wood type (softwood or hardwood)  
4) age of section (count growth rings)  
5) exhibitor’s name  
6) location of tree where the section was collected from                                                                         
Note: The diagram in the Tree ID manual (4-H 332) is incorrect. Please consult Trees of Nebraska (EC92-1774-x) or other 
references, or contact the Superintendent for correct labeling information.  
D 320  6 Cross Section of a Tree.  
Display a disc cut from a tree, including bark that measures 1 inch to 3 inches thick and 6 inches to 12 inches in diameter. 
The bark should be firmly attached, which may be difficult if the tree was dead when you cut the disc. Sand at least one 
side so the grain can be seen. The disc may be treated with a clear finish, but treat both sides to minimize warping. Some 
cracking or checking can be expected and is allowed.  
Labeling: The following parts must be clearly and precisely identified on the disc with pins, paper tags, etc. 

a)  Pith 
b) Heartwood 
c) Sapwood 
d) One growth ring 
e) Cambim 
f) bark 

A separate label attached to the back of the disc must include: 
1) common name  
2) scientific name  
3) wood type (softwood or hardwood)  
4) age  
5) exhibitor’s name  
6) date collected  
7) where collected (be specific-include county and other relevant information) 
D 320  7 Parts of a Tree is only for ages 8 – 11 
Prepare a poster, no larger that 24 inches square, showing a least six tree parts (trunk, leaves, roots, fruit, flowers, buds, 
xylem, phloem, bark, cambium, annual rings, etc.) Clearly label the parts on the poster. Include the exhibitor’s name and 
age. D 320  8 Living Tree Display  
Display a live tree seedling grown by the exhibitor from seed in the display container. The seedling must be 60 days to 2 
years old (on State Fair judging day).  The container must have drainage holes, a drain pan to catch drainage water.  
Labeling: A waterproof label must include the tree’s:  
1) common name  
2) scientific name  
3) seed treatments (if any)  
4) planting date 
5) date of emergence  
6) exhibitor’s name  
Supporting information (such as where the seed was collected, growth measurements, uses for that species, etc.) may be 
included on the label or in an attached notebook, poster, etc. Supporting information will be an important factor in judging.

B. Individuals in the Using Nebraska Range (Unit 2) project may exhibit in Classes 1-7. Refer to EC 05-170 and EC 89-
118 for plant identification. 
C. Each exhibit must be properly identified with Unit and Class. Exhibits will be Judged based on completeness of plant 
mount, accuracy of identification, labeling, neatness and conformation to project requirements. All plant displays and 
display covers must be the result of the current year's work. 
D. Plant identification and lists of appropriate plants in each category (grasses, forbs, shrubs, introduced seeded pasture 
and hay plants, and grass-like plants) can be found in the Range Judging Handbook for Nebraska and Contest Guide 



 

 

(EC150, Revised July 2009),Common Grasses of Nebraska (EC 170), and Common Forbs and Shrubs of Nebraska (EC 
118). 
E. Plants must be mounted on sheets that are 11" x 14" high or 12” wide x 12” high. Plants should be glued rather than 
taped and the mounts should be protected with a clear cover. Proper plant mount should include root as well as stem and 
leaf tissue.  Each completed mount must following information (see example below) in the lower right corner of the 
mounting sheet: 1. Scientific name, with authority. 2. Common name. 3. County of collection. 4. Collection date. 5. 
Collector's name. 6. Collection number, indicating order that plants were collected. 7. Other information, depending on 
class selected, i.e., value and importance, life span, growth season, origin, major types of range plants.  This information 
should be typed or printed very neatly.

D 330  1 Grazing Response- Value and Importance for Livestock Forage and Wildlife Habitat and Food – A collection of 
12 different plants, with 4 classified as high value, 4 as medium value, and 4 as low value for livestock forage, wildlife 
habitat, or wildlife food.  Value and importance classifications can be found in the Range Judging Handbook and Contest 
Guide (EC150, Revised July 2009) on pages 3 through 6.  Plants can consist of any combination of grasses, grass-like 
plants, forbs, or shrubs.  Assemble plant mounts in order of high, medium, and low value and importance.  Label each 
plant mount with its value and importance classifications for each of the three areas; Livestock Forage, Wildlife Habitat, 
Wildlife Food.

A.  GENERAL-Members may exhibit only in the project in which enrolled.  
B. ENTRIES PER INDIVIDUAL-Each 4-Her is limited to a total of four (4) exhibits in the Foods and  
             Nutrition Section and four (4) exhibits in the Food Preservation Section. No more than four (4) exhibits are  
             allowed in each section. 
C. LABELS - For ALL FOOD PRODUCTS AND FOOD PRESERVATION ENTRIES  -Each exhibit must include the 

recipe. Recipe may be handwritten, photocopied or typed. Place the food on the appropriate size plate. Put exhibit 
in a self sealing bag. Attach entry tag and recipe at the corner of the bag on the outside. FOR NON-FOOD 
ENTRIES-Please attach the entry tag to the upper right hand corner of the entry. GENERAL LABELING 
INFORMATION-All additional information pieces (recipes, special items) must be labeled with exhibitor's name 
and county. 

D. CRITERIA FOR JUDGING-Exhibits will be judged according to score sheets available at your local extension 
office. Incomplete exhibits will be lowered a ribbon placing.  Make sure to follow all entry instructions required for 
your exhibit.  Incomplete exhibits will be lowered one ribbon placement.  Commercially prepared mixes are 
allowed in the Tasty Tidbits Creative Mixes (Class 2) exhibit ONLY.   Prepared baking mixes, biscuit mixes, or 
other pre-made mixes  entered in other categories will be lowered a ribbon placing.  

E. ENTER FOOD PROJECTS in disposable materials, i.e., paper plate and plastic self sealing bag.  
F.         FOOD PRESERVATION ENTRIES -Each exhibit must include the recipe. Recipe need not be handwritten,  
            may be photocopied or typed. Place the food on the appropriate size plate. Put exhibit in a self sealing  

bag. Attach entry tag and recipe at the corner of the bag on the outside. FOR NON-FOOD ENTRIES-Please             
attach the entry tag to the upper right hand corner of the entry.  

G. EXHIBITS ARE ON DISPLAY FOR SEVERAL DAYS. Please limit exhibits to products which hold up well. Items 
that require refrigeration will not be accepted, judged or displayed. Food products must be unquestionably safe to 
eat when they are entered, whether tasted or not. Egg glazes on yeast products before baking are allowed. 
Glazes, frostings, and other sugar based toppings are also considered safe due to the high sugar content. Eggs 
incorporated into baked goods or crusts and cheeses mixed into bread dough are considered safe. Cream cheese 
fillings or melted cheese toppings may result in an unsafe food product by the time the item is judged due to 
unpredictable heat/and or weather conditions and will be disqualified.  Commercially prepared mixes are allowed 
in the Tasty Tidbits Creative Mixes (Class 2) exhibit and the Fast Foods Quick Baked Product (Class 6) ONLY.

Display in recipe file or box or in a clear  
plastic binder. Be sure to include the number of servings or yield of each recipe. 
E 300 4  Healthy Lifestyle Interview – Interview someone in your life that you have chosen to be active with or  someone 
that you admire that is physically active or has a healthy lifestyle.

E 410  3  Biscuits - Four biscuits on a small paper plate. May be rolled, dropped, or cut into shape. Any recipe, recipe 
must be a non-yeast product baked from scratch. 
E 410  4  Foam Cake – original recipe (no mixes) of at least ¾ of the cake.  Foam cakes are cakes that have a  
high ratio of eggs to flour and fall into three categories:  angel food cakes or meringues; sponge or jelly roll cakes; and  
chiffon cakes. 
 
You're The Chef 
Any bread item prepared or baked using a bread machine should be entered under the Fast Foods – Food Techonology 
exhibit. All exhibits made in the You’re the Chef and Foodworks Project Areas must have been prepared without the 
assistance of a bread machine for mixing, raising, or baking of the food item. 
E 411  1  Loaf Quick Bread (any recipe) - At least 3/4 of a standard loaf displayed on a paper plate. A standard quick 
bread loaf measures 8 x 5 inches. 
E 411 2 White Bread (any yeast recipe or method other than bread machine) - At least 3/4 of a standard loaf displayed 
on a paper plate. 
E 411  3 Whole Wheat or Mixed Grain Bread (any yeast recipe or method other than bread machine) - At least 3/4 of a 
standard loaf displayed on a paper plate. 
E 411  4 Specialty Rolls – (any yeast recipe) 4 rolls on a plate. May be sweet rolls, bagels, English muffins, kolaches, 
any other sweet roll recipe.  Recipe must include yeast. 
 E 411  5 Dinner Rolls (any yeast recipe) (clover leaf, crescent, knots, buns)- white, whole wheat, or mixed grain (any 
yeast recipe other than bread machine) - Four on a paper plate.

Any bread item prepared or baked using a bread machine should be entered under the Fast Foods – Food Techonology 
exhibit. All exhibits made in the You’re the Chef and Foodworks Project Areas must have been prepared without the 
assistance of a bread machine for mixing, raising, or baking of the food item. 
E 413    1 Double Crust Fruit Pie - Made with homemade fruit filling. No egg pastries or cream fillings. No canned fillings. 
May be a double crust, crumb, or lattice topping.  Using an 8- or 9-inch disposable pie pan is recommended.  . This exhibit 
will be on display only briefly during the actual run of the fair. 
E 413  2 Cultural Foods Display Exhibit - Baked product from another country or culture with at least one accessory 
typical of that country or culture. The name of the country or culture should be a prominent part of the display. Include the 
recipe of the baked item. Write what you learned about the culture and country, the food items, what makes this recipe 
unique to the country , and when this recipe is served.  Attach to the recipe card.  Should be displayed in an area no 
larger than 12" deep X 15" wide X 10" high. Attach exhibitor's name and county/culture to each accessory item included 
as well as the display. Accessory items should be securely attached. Exhibit will be judged on creativity and imagination. 
Consider accessories other than dolls. Baked item will be sampled by judges, so it should be bread, rolls, cookies, etc., 
not casseroles, cream pies, etc.  
E 413    3 Cultural Food Exhibit (any recipe) - Four cookies, bars, muffins, etc., on a paper plate.  The name of the 
country , culture, or region should be included as part of the supporting information with the recipe. 
E 413  4 Cooking Up a Career – Find someone you know who works in a catering business, local restaurant, health care 
food service, works as a Registered Dietitan, or any other food or nutrition related industry. What do they do? How much 
education do they need? Why did they choose this profession? What is the most enjoyable thing about their chosen 
profession?  Maximum of two pages, one sided write up of an interview with a caterer. Consider creativity and neatness. 
Mount on a 9" X 12" colored paper or poster board, or display in clear plastic binder. Include a picture of the person 
interviewed. (May be laminated to preserve exhibit.) Overall size of mounted exhibit should be no larger than 9 X 12 
inches. 
E 413  5 Specialty Bread (any recipe made with yeast) - Tea rings, braids, or any other specialty bread products must be 
exhibited whole. 
E 413 6   Specialty Pastry (any recipe) – pie tarts, puff pastry, phyllo doughs, scones, biscotti,  choux, croissants,  
Danish, strudels.  Four on a paper plate or at least ¾ of baked product.  Pastries made with cream or egg based fillings  
will be disqualified. Phyllo dough may be pre made or from scratch.

FOOD PRESERVATION  
A. ENTRIES PER INDIVIDUAL-Each 4-Her is limited to a total of four (4) exhibits in the Food Preservation Section  
B. PROCESSING METHODS-Current USDA processing methods must be followed for all food preservation. Jam, 
preserves and marmalades, fruit, tomatoes and pickled products must be processed in a boiling water bath. (Tomatoes 
may be processed in a pressure canner.) All non-acid vegetables and meats must be processed in a pressure canner. 
Spoilage disqualifies entry. 

C . UNIFORMITY-Jars and type of lid should be the same size, all small or large, not necessarily the same brand. Half    
pint jars  may be used for jellies and preserves. The jars are not to be decorated by the exhibitor in any way. Canning jars 
must be used - others will be disqualified. No one-fourth pint jars allowed. Leave jar rings on for fair display, it helps 
protect the seal.  No zinc lids. Improperly canned or potentially hazardous food items will be disqualified. 
D. LABELING-Label jars with name of product, type of pack (hot or cold), processing method and time, pounds of 
pressure (low acid food), altitude where product was processed, name and county of exhibitor. Write plainly on a label and 
paste or tape securely on jar bottom. Specialized sticky labels not required. Label dried food articles with method of 
pretreatment, drying method and drying time. Write plainly on label and paste or tape securely to back of a self sealing 
bag. Securely attach official entry card to exhibit. Multiple jar exhibits should be contained in a small undecorated box. 
Use a rubber band or "twisty" to keep exhibit containing 3 self sealing bags together.  Be sure to adjust time and pressure 
for county altitude.   
E. RECIPE  All food preservation entries must include recipe and source of recipe. 
F. CURRENT PROJECT-All canning must be the result of this year's 4-H project, since September 1 of the previous year. 
G. CRITERIA FOR JUDGING-Exhibits will be judged according to score sheets available at your local Extension office. 
Incomplete exhibits will be lowered a ribbon class. Canned food items not processed according to altitude in the county 
will be lowered one class ribbon. Check with your local extension office for your county's altitude and how that affects food 
processing times and pounds of pressure. 
 
E 407 1   DRIED FRUIT Exhibit 3 different examples of dried fruit. Place each dried fruit food (6-10 pieces of fruit,  
minimum 1/4 cup) in separate self sealing bags.  Use a rubber band or "twisty" to keep exhibit together. See Rule D. for  
special labeling instructions. 
E 407 2   FRUIT LEATHER-Exhibit 3 different examples of 3 different fruit leathers.  Place a 3-4” sample of each fruit  
together in separate self sealing bags.  Use a rubber band or “twisty” to keep exhibit together.  See Rule D for special  
labeling instructions. 



E 407  10   DRIED VEGETABLES-Exhibit 3 samples of dried vegetables. Place each food (1/4 cup of each vegetable) in 
a separate self sealing bag. Use a "twisty" to keep exhibit together. See Rule D. for special labeling instructions.

Youth must be enrolled in the World of Flowers and/or Annual Flowers projects to exhibit a maximum of 6 entries 
per person in classes 1-45 (cut flowers) and 50-53 (notebooks and posters). Exhibits are limited to ONE EXHIBIT PER 
EXHIBIT CLASS NUMBER. Notebooks and posters must have received a purple ribbon at the county fair to advance to 
the State Fair. 
The cultivar or variety name must be included on all entry cards. Failure to identify the cultivar or variety will drop the entry 
one ribbon placing.

CROP PRODUCTION 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION:  
Individuals in the Crop Production, Field Crops projects may exhibit grain or plants or prepare an educational display 
representing their project. 
IMPORTANT:,A two page (maximum) essay must accompany grain and plant exhibits. The essay must include the 
exhibitors name and address, county, plant hybrid or variety, plant population, whether crop production was irrigated or

dryland, and general information including farm cropping history, soil type and weather effects.  The essay also must 
include an economic analysis of the project, listing individual expenses and income, on a per acre basis.  Other 
topics to discuss are the selection of variety or hybrid, impacts of tillage and conservation practices, inputs (fuel, fertilizer, 
irrigation, labor, pesticides, etc.), any observations made during the growing season, and what you learned from your 
crops project . The essay counts as 25% of the total when judged. Essay must be the original work of the individual 
exhibitor. Attach the essay to the entry in a clear plastic cover such that it can be read without removing it from the cover.  
In addition to the essay, grain and plant exhibits will be judged on condition, appearance (i.e. disease and insect damage, 
grain fill), uniformity (size, shape, color, maturity), and quality of exhibit. 
 
Grain exhibits must be one gallon per sample. Grain exhibits harvested in the fall (e.g., corn or soybeans) may be from 
the previous year's project. Display containers will be furnished. 
Plant exhibits: Corn 10 ears or 3 stalks (cut at ground level with no soil and bound together); Grain Sorghum  - 4 stalks 
(cut at ground level and bound together); Soybeans - 6 stalks (cut at ground level and bound together); Small grains (oats, 
barley, wheat, triticale) - sheaf of heads 2 inches in diameter at top tie with stems about 24" long. Other crops (alfalfa, 
millet, etc.) –sheaf of stems 3 inches in diameter at top tied with stems cut at ground level or half size small square bale.  
All plant exhibits, with the exception of ears of corn, must be the result of the current year's project.

B. Exhibits will be judged based on completeness of plant mount, accuracy of identification, label, neatness, and 
conformity to exhibit requirements. 
C. Display one plant on the book cover (no label required on cover specimen). Plants must be mounted on sheets that are 
11” wide x 14” high or 12” wide x 12” high.  Proper plant mount should include root as well as stem and leaf tissue.  Plants 
should be glued rather than taped and the mounts should be protected with a clear clover. Each completed mount must 
have the following information (see example below) in the lower right corner of the mounting sheet: 1. Scientific name (in 
italic or underlined), with authority, 2. Common name, 3. County of collection, 4. Collection date, 5. Collector’s name, 6. 
Collection number indicating order that plants were collected 7. Other information depending on class selected, i.e., 
noxious, life form.

To be eligible for exhibition, cockerel, pullet, cock of hen chicken entries must be fair representatives of one 
of the breeds listed in the American Standard of Perfection.  The minimum weights for light breeds such as Leghorns is 3 
pounds for pullets and 4 pounds for cockerels; 4 pounds for pullets and 5 pounds for cockerels in the heavy breeds. 
 A trio of exhibition birds will consist of one male and two females.  A pen of broilers shall consist of three male or female 
6-9 weeks of age. Trio- A pen of hybrid, crossbred or purebred egg production birds shall consist of 3 sexually mature 
females.  Egg production females will be judged for production qualities only and need not necessarily conform to breed 
standards.  Birds entered in trios or pens are ineligible to be judged in individual competition.

ENGINEERING 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION 
A. The name and county of each exhibitor should appear separately on the back of each board or articles so owner of 
exhibit may be identified if the entry tag is separated from the exhibit. 
B. Each individual is limited to one exhibit per class. 
C. Several classes require a display board which should be a height of 24 inches and not to exceed 1/4" in thickness. A 
height of 23 7/8 inches is acceptable to allow for the saw kerf  (width) if two 24 inch boards are cut from one end of a 4' X 
8' sheet of plywood. Nothing should be mounted within 3/4" of the top or bottom of the board. 
D. Fabricated board such as plywood, composition board, or particle-type lumber may be used for demonstration displays. 
E. Demonstration boards should be sanded and finished to improve their appearance. The finish on a demonstration 
board will be judged as a woodworking exhibit. 
F. Demonstration boards should include an overall title for the display, plus other necessary labeling. 
G. All reports should be clearly written or typed and enclosed in a clear, plastic cover. The reports should be attached 
securely to the display. 
 
ROCKETRY 
 
Rockets must be supported substantially to protect the rocket from breakage. Rockets are to be mounted on a base that 
has dimensions equal or less than 12" x 12" and the base should be 3/4" thick. The rockets must be mounted vertically. 
Please do not attach sideboards or backdrops to the displays. In addition a used engine or length of dowel pin is to be 
glued and/or screwed into the board and extended up into the rockets engine mount to give added stability. Rockets must 
be equipped as prepared for launching, with wadding and parachute or other recovery system. Rockets entered with live 
engines, wrong base size or sideboards will be disqualified. A report, protected in a clear plastic cover, must include: 1) 
rocket specification, 2) a flight record for each launching (weather, distance, flight height), 3) number of launchings, and 4) 
flight pictures. The flight record should describe engine used, what the rocket did in flight and recovery success. Points 
will not be deducted for launching, flight or recovery failures described. This includes any damage that may show on the 
rocket. Complete factory assembled rockets will not be accepted at the Fair. Judging is based upon display appearance, 
rocket appearance, workmanship, design or capabilities for flight, and number of times launched. Three launches are 
required to earn the 25 launch points given on the score sheets. Counties are allowed a maximum of eight entries for all 
rocketry. (Score Sheet SF 92)

Exhibit will consist of six greeting cards, each for a different occasion/holiday.  Exhibit should be created on  8 ½ x 11  
paper using a commercially available graphics program and a color printer/printer or single color printer/printer.  The cards  
should vary in folds and design.  Prefabricated cards from commercially available card programs will NOT be accepted.   
No theme required. 
 
COMPUTER MYSTERIES – UNIT 2 
H 860 1. Computer Application Demonstration – 4-H exhibitor demonstrates how to accomplish a task using a 
computer application software such as a spreadsheet, database, publishing, graphic design, accounting or precision 
farming program. This exhibit consists of a notebook (8.5x11 inches) which should include a (1) cover page, (2) a detailed 
report describing: (a) the task to be completed, (b) the computer application software required to complete the task, (c) 
specific features of the computer application software necessary for completing the task and (d) other tasks that can be 
accomplished using the computer application software and (3) print out of your project.  Examples:  design a logo for your 
school; enhance a digital image for a newspaper story; manage a checking account; create a poster to publicize an event; 
or to design scrapbook pages, or other.  
 
H 860 2. Produce a Computer Slideshow Presentation – Using presentation software like Microsoft PowerPoint and 
following the Checklist for Creating Your Next PowerPoint Presentation located at 
http://cit.information.unl.edu/info0806.htm the 4-H exhibitor develops a slideshow about a topic related to youth. The 
slideshow should include a minimum of 10 slides and no more than 25. Incorporate appropriate slide layouts, graphics 
and animations. Each slide should include notes for a presenter. The exhibit includes a copy of the presentation saved to 
a CD-ROM along with a printout of the notes pages in a clear plastic cover.  Slide presentation should relate to one topic. 
H 860  3. Teach an Adult – The 4-H exhibitor writes a report between 1 and 3 pages describing a situation in which he or 
she has taught an adult(s) a computer skill. The report should include pictures of the 4-H’er working with the adult(s). The 
report should be in a clear plastic cover.

H 860  5. Produce an Audio/Video Computer Presentation – Using presentation software a 4-H exhibitor designs a 
multimedia computer presentation on one topic related to youth. The presentation should contain a minimum of 10 
computer screens and no more that 25, appropriate graphics, sound and either a video clip, animation or voice over 
and/or original video clip. The presentation must be able to be played and viewed on a PC using Windows Media Player, 
Real Player, iTunes or QuickTime Player.  
H 860   6.  Know How Know Now Computer Presentation (SF276) – Youth design a fully automated 2 to 5 minute 4-H 
“how to” video.  Submissions should incorporate a picture or video of the 4-Her, as well as their name (first name only), 
age (as of January 1 of the current year), years in 4-H, and their personal interests or hobbies.  Videos should be 
designed for web viewing.  Any of the following formats will be accepted:  .mpeg, .rm, .wmv, .mp4, .ov, .ppt, or .avi.  
Submissions in this category will be put on the web, so must include a permission form which can be downloaded at 
http://www.pawnee.unl.edu/knowhowknownow .  
 
H 860   7.  Build a Web Site (SF275) – Design a simple Web site for providing information about a topic related to youth 
using either software programs such as an HTML editor like Microsoft’s FrontPage or Macromedia’s Dreamweaver, and 
image editor like IrfanView or GIMP OR online using a WIKI such as Google Sites.  If the Web site isn't live include all files 
comprising the Web site on a CD-ROM in a plastic case along with the explanation of why the site was created.  If 
developed using a WIKI or other online tool include a link to the website in teh explanation of why the site was created.

H 861 2  Pseudocode Display Poster – Poster  (14” X 22”) should display the pseudocode written for the robot to  
perform at least four functions and utilize at least two modifiers.  Include the pseudocode, and a written description of the  
icon functions. 
H 861 3  Robotics Explorer Video – This class should be displayed in a notebook.  The notebook should include a video  
clip on a CD/DVD that demonstrates the robot performing the programmed function.  Include your pseudocode and a  
written description of the icon functions. 
H 861 4  Robotics Explorer Interview – Interview someone who is working in the field of robotics.   
Interviews can either be written or in a multimedia format (CD/DVD).  Written interviews should be in a notebook.  Written  



reports should be 3 to 5 pages, double spaced, 12 point font, and 1” margins.  Multimedia reports should be between 3 to  
5 minutes in length. 
H 861 5  Careers in Robotics – Research a career in robotics.  Your report can be either written or in a  
multimedia CD/DVD format.  Written reports should be in a notebook.  Written reports should be 3 to 5 pages, double  
spaced, 12 point font, and 1” margins.  Multimedia reports should be between 3 to 5 minutes in length. 

 
H 861 6  Rotation Sensor Notebook – Write pseudocode which includes at least one rotational sensor activity.  Include 
the code written and explain what the code function is and how you would change it to improve either the function or the 
code.   
H 861 7  Robotics Probe Notebook – Youth should follow one of the following activities in the project manual:   Go the 
Distance, Tighten Your Belts, or Do the Time.  Based upon the activity you select, replicate and complete the chart.  Your 
notebook should include the chart and the answer to the following questions:  1.  What did you learn about gears and gear 
ratios?  2.  What are the benefits of using belts and pulleys? 3.  What is the relationship between gear ratio and speed? 
H 861 8  Build a Robot (may use kit) – Include a robot and a  notebook which includes any code/pseudocode that you 
have written for the robot, the robots purpose, and any challenges or changes you would make in the robot design or 
programming.   
H 861 9  Life Skills Notebook – Using the Life Skills Model (available through your local extension office), develop a 
notebook that explains which life skills you developed while enrolled in the robotics project and how they will influence you 
in the future.

*H 870 912. Control the Flow: Make a switch.  Use the following items: D cell battery, battery holder, insulated wire, 2 or 
2.5 volt light bulb, bulb holder, paper clip, cardboard, and two brass paper fasteners to create a circuit that you can open 
and close. 
*H 870 913. Conducting things: Make a circuit with a switch and a light bulb that can be used to test different household 
items for their ability to act as an insulator or conductor. You must find five items that are conductors and five items that 
are insulators. Create a table that illustrates your results. 
*H 870 914. Is There a Fork in the Road: Use the following items to construct one parallel and one series circuit. Items: 
D cell battery, battery holder, insulated wire, bulb holder and a 2 or 2.5 volt light bulb. 
 
INVESTIGATING ELECTRICITY - UNIT 2

Add 
1-3  digital images of the historical site to the map and a brief explanation of the image and surrounding area, brief 
explanation of how photo was taken, camera, etc.  Latitude and Longitude of the site, map datum used, position format 
used and a brief explanation of why you chose this site. Exhibit will include: 2-4 pg. report on map creation and the map 
itself enclosed in a clear plastic cover. 
H 880   3  Hand Drawn or Pre-printed Hurricane Tracking Map- Create a hand drawn or pre-printed map of the Atlantic 
Ocean, the Pacific Ocean or the Gulf of Mexico.  Blank Hurricane base maps can be downloaded for The National 
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) (http://www.nhc.noaa.gov/) . The tracking maps must have at least 1-5 
hurricanes form the same hurricane season or historical hurricane statistics.  Each hurricane must be plotted with plotting 
points and the line must be the same color.  The plotting point will be every 12 or 24 hour increments and must be 
identified with a shape (dot, square, triangle etc.).  Hurricane data is located at this youth friendly website 
http://www.wunderground.com/tropical/ .  Exhibit will be 8.5” x 11” and mounted in a simple picture frame with hardware 
for hanging. 
H 880   4. Hurricane Tracking Map – Exhibit will consist of a poster presentation using approved National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) hurricane tracking maps.  The maps can be of the Atlantic Ocean, the Pacific Ocean 
or the Gulf of Mexico.  The tracking maps must have at least 1-3 hurricanes from the same hurricane season plotted on 
the map using different colors and different plotting shapes for each hurricane.  The plotting point must be identified with a 
shape (dot, square, triangle etc.) and must be connected by a line showing the progression of the storm.  The plotting 
point will be every 12 or 24 hours with the date located to the right of the plot point.  Hurricane data can be located at:  
http://www.wunderground.com/tropical/.  Poster size will be 14” x 22” and  include:  (1) a title (include year of the hurricane 
season), (2) the name of the hurricane and (3) listed below the name of the hurricane in column format: the dates of the 
storm in sequential order, the plotted latitude and longitude at 12-24 hour intervals, the highest hurricane category, and 
the highest sustained winds.  Please include the Title, Base map, Neat Line, North arrow and Legend. 
H 880  5   Hurricane Tracking Poster – Exhibit will consist of a poster presentation using the approved National Oceanic 
and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) hurricane tracking maps.  Go to the National Hurricane Center to print a 
hurricane tracking map at http://2www.nhc.noaa.gov/.  Poster can be of the Eastern Atlantic, the Full Pacific or the 
Western Atlantic using different colors and different plotting shapes for each hurricane.  The plotting point must be 
identified with a shape (dot, square, triangle, etc) and must be connected by a line showing the progression of the storm.  
Plot points every 12 – 24 hours.  Hurricane data can be located at:  http://www.wunderground.com/tropical/. Include title, 
name of hurricane, date hurricanes begins and ends, distance traveled, minimum and maximum wind speeds, types of 
categories and latitude and longitude., etc. 



H 881   6.  4-H Youth Favorite Places – The 4-H exhibitor visits his or her favorite place in Nebraska. Using a Global 
Positioning Systems (GPS) receiver he/she records the latitude and longitude of his/her favorite place. The exhibitor also 
takes a digital picture of the favorite place. The exhibitor then uploads the data and picture to the 4-H Youth Favorite 
Places Web site at http://www.youthfavoriteplaces.org/index.php. Up to three sites can be included in the state fair exhibit 
which is to consist of a folder/notebook explaining the steps involved in entering the data to the 4-H Youth Favorite Places 
Web site. Fair exhibit will include:   
A folder/notebook including a report for each site visited and at least one and no more than five digital photos and 
captions of each site visited. The reports should explain how the 4-H’er participated in the national 4-H Youth Favorite 
Places project, recording the information and then uploading it to the Web site. Each report should include (1) the nearest 
city or town, (2) the county where the site is located, (3) the latitude and longitude of the favorite place, (4) an explanation 
of why this is their favorite place and why other people should visit the place and (5) a list the steps for entering the data 
on the Web site for the national project. A printed copy of the Web site posting of each favorite place uploaded should 
also be included with the report in the folder. NOTE: 4-H exhibitor should choose a public location that others can visit; not 
their personal residence. 
H 881   7. GIS Thematic Poster-Create a thematic poster using pre-printed or hand copies maps on any subject.  
Examples of Maps might be Emilia Earhart journey, Sir Francis Drake’s Voyage, population density maps, water usage 
maps, and voter poll results, disease outbreaks in animals/humans or 4-H projects in Nebraska.  Create a 1-3 page report 
on why you choose the subject and map(s), how you created the maps(s) and the source of your data (use reliable 
sources such as the US Center of Disease Control or the US Census Bureau.  Poster should include a Title and size 
should not exceed 22” x 30”.  Place report in plastic cover attached to poster.

The notebook submitted in this class should be a 
working engineering notebook, not a scrapbook.  Please include your name, county, and age on the front cover. 
 C 900  2. Wind  Poster – Poster should exemplify one of the lessons learned in the Power of Wind project.  Posters can 
be any size up to 28" by 22".  
 C 900  3 . Mini Turbine Blade Energy Display – Develop a pinwheel display that demonstrates the working power of 
wind.  Follow guidelines on page 18 and 19 of your manual.  Display should include a notebook description of the 
effectiveness of at least three different designs or materials.  Please do not include pennies with your display. 
C 900 4   Wind Art or literature written piece  – Item should illustrate or represent wind turbines, wind power, or 
something from the power of wind curriculum, for example a pinwheel or item may be original story or poem wrItten by the 
exhibitor about wind  
C 900  5. Wind as Energy Display – Item should be the original design of the 4-Her.  Include the item, or a picture if item 
is in excess of 6’ tall or 2’ X 2’.  Include a notebook of why the item was designed and how it harnesses the power of wind.

H 890 1 Small Engine Display/Item: Show an application of one of the concepts learned in the Warm It Up project.  
Examples include: comparison of engine oil types, transmissions, or safety related to engines.  Exhibit could be a poster 
display, or an actual item. Include a report on what you did to the engine. 



 
TUNE IT UP – UNIT 3 
 
H 890 2 Engine Display/Item: Display/Item should exemplify one of the lessons learned in the Tune It Up Project.  
Examples include: diagnostic tools, fuel systems, ignition systems. If a complete engine is exhibited it will not be started.  
However, display needs to report process of building/rebuilding engine and how/where engine will be utilized (i.e.lawn 
mower, weed eater, snow blower, etc.).  Include a report on what you did to the engine.

(All metal welding process accepted.) 
 
All welds exhibited in class 1 or 2 must be mounted on a 12" high x 15" long display board of thickness not to exceed 3/8".

Each weld should be labeled with information stated 1) type of welding process (stick, MIG, TIG, Oty-Acetylene, etc.) 2) 
kind of weld, 3) welder setting, 4) electrode/wire/rod size, and 5) electrode/wire/rod ID numbers. Attach a wire to display 
board so it can be hung like a picture frame.  
 
H 920 1 Welding Joints-a display of one butt, one lap and one fillet weld. 
H 920 2 Position welds-a display showing three beads welded in the vertical down, horizontal and overhead positions. 
H 920 3 Welding article-any shop article where welding is used in the construction. All plans and bill of materials must be 
attached to the article. Protect plans with a cover.

ENTOMOLOGY  
GENERAL INFORMATION 
Specimens to be mounted properly and labeled with the date and location of collection, name of collector, and order 
name. Follow mounting and labeling instructions in the Nebraska 4-H Entomology Manual. 
Purchased insects and other insects not collected by the participant can be included, but must have accurate labels and 
will not be counted in meeting minimum requirements for the exhibit. Boxes to be not more than 12" high X 18" wide X 3" 
deep. 
 
H 800 1. Entomology display - first year project – Collection to consist of a collection of 25 or more different kinds 
(species) of insects representing at least 6 orders. Limit of one box. 
H 800 2. Entomology display - second year project – Collection to consist of a minimum of 50 kinds (species) of insects 
representing at least 8 orders. Replace damaged or poorly mounted specimens. About 25 species should be from after 
July 1 of previous year. Limit 2 boxes. 
H 800 3. Entomology display - third or more year project – Collection to consist of minimum of 75 kinds (species) of 
insects representing at least 10 orders. Replace damaged or poorly mounted specimens. About 25 species should be 
from after July 1 of previous year. Limit of 3 boxes. 
H 800 4. Special Interest Display- 4. Special Interest Display. Educational display developed according to individual 
interests and abilities. Examples include a collection from a specific insect group (e.g. butterflies, grasshoppers) or by 
subject (e.g. insect pests of corn, aquatic insects, insect mimicry, etc.), a research project, special report, poster display, 
insect scrapbook, artwork, etc. Poster displays should be no larger than 22" x 28". Other displays are restricted to a base 
area no larger than 22” x 28” Nor should height be over 24”. Research projects should include a report about methods and 
results, as well as a brief discussion about what was learned. Artwork should include brief information about the work. 
Each display should be self-explanatory so that the audience can understand it without help. 
PURPLE - $1.50; BLUE - $1.20; RED - $.90; WHITE - $.60. 
 
VETERINARY SCIENCE 
The purpose of a Veterinary Science exhibit is to inform the public about a common health problem of animals or a 
veterinary science principle. Do not confuse veterinary science exhibit topics with animal husbandry or production topics.  
 
A Veterinary Science exhibit may consist of a poster or a display.  The exhibit may represent material from any of the 
Veterinary Science projects including entry level exhibits from Unit I.   
If photographs are to be part of the exhibit, remember that they will be viewed by the public. Make sure that the 
photographs are in good taste and will not be offensive to anyone. Graphic photographs of excessive bleeding, trauma or 
painful procedures are not appropriate. For exhibits related to veterinary surgical procedures, aseptic techniques need to 
be shown, for example, use of drapes, use of sterile procedures, wearing of gloves, and other appropriate veterinary 
medical practices.  



First-Aid Kits: Because of public safety concerns and risk of theft of first-aid kit contents (veterinary drugs/equipment) 
with perceived potential for drug abuse, NO ANIMAL FIRST AID KITS WILL BE PERMITTED.  Animal first aid kits 
submitted will be immediately disqualified and not shown. 
Veterinary Science Posters 
This exhibit presents the viewer with a design that is simple and direct, unlike a display that usually presents more 
information. A poster should not exceed 22” x 28” and may be either vertical or horizontal. 
Veterinary Science Displays  
A display may include but is not limited to: a 3-dimensional exhibit, a scale model, the actual product (for example: 
skeleton; teeth; samples of leather, fur, or dried skin damaged by disease or parasites) or a notebook.   
A display is not a poster. A display may be mounted on poster board not to exceed 22" x 28" or on 1/4" plywood or 
equivalent that does not exceed 24" high or 32" wide.

 Specific disease information 
 Photographic display of normal and abnormal characteristics of animals 
 Animal health or safety
